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Editorial

T his issue is a mixed bag: it has good things and not-so-good things. Considering

that the former category, which comes easy because it requires seeing rather
than reading, is not likely to be missed, it can reasonably be expected to make up
for what needs to be read being not very engaging. In any case, the fare Loyolite
2010 offers is all of piece with life itself in which we often have to take the bad with
the good.

There is nothing, however, new about the quality of the reading matter in Loyolite.
Over two decades ago, | wrote ruefully in the editorial of the 1987 — 1988 issue of
what was at the time just the Annual Magazine (not Loyolite) that we had only
received ‘some unreadable doggerel of doubtful authenticity and some
Encyclopaedia Britannica stuff, audaciously plagiarized from the Encyclopaedia
Britannica itself’ The doggerel has stood the test of time: it is still doggerel and
unreadable. So has the Encyclopaedia Britannica stuff. But with one significant
difference: it comes not from the highly valued Encyclopaedia Britannica but from
its not-so-reputable yet overvisited modern counterpart, the World Wide Web.

Loyolite 2010 has, however, a couple of features to recommend it. The articles on
global warming and the status of women are well researched and can stand close
scrutiny. So can the beautifully illustrated piece on the twenty-eight species of
birds an our campus. Two other articles are oul ufthe ordinary: the reminiscences
(‘My ALC Story’) of two of our lecturers who retired just a fow months ago. Each
‘My ALC Story’ is significant in that il eilher refers to or describes, in passing,
experiences which could be called defining ALC experiences.

What perhaps recommends Loyolite 2010 more than anything else is the 32-page
pictorial record of the events of this academic year. Like any other year, 2009 —



2010 has offered events of different kinds — events to rejoice in and events to
remember in grief or quiet recollection. In Loyolite 2010, we have painstakingly
put together a representative selection of those images evoking emotional flashes
of the year that has gone by. For those who care to read, there is a 48-page
description of those events (Fr Principal’s Annual Report) in graphic detail.

The run-down look of the Telugu section ought to be a matter of great concern.
While Hindi is so “trim”, Telugu, the mother tongue of most of us, looks “emaciated”.
Honouring and glorifying our mother by celebrating a day in her name and demanding
a special status (“Classical Telugu”) for her is certainly praiseworthy. But feeding
her is a primary duty.

I hope you will enjoy reading this issue as much as we have enjoyed putting it
together.

MY ALCSTORY

Dr P Balasundar Reddy

What ALC has given me

Pr P Balasundar Reddy rvetived as Reader, Department of Zoolagy, on

36 September 2009,

I In the first week of February when I
received a phone call from Dr P

Ramanujam asking me to contribute an
article to college Annual Magazine, I realized
that four months had passed already since
my retirement from the college on
September 30, 2009. As days, months and
years pass by, the people go on to live in
their own destined path, but the memories
of certain places, persons and incidents
encountered by them remain in their minds
as long they live. For me the memories of
my thirty-four-year-long association with
Andhra Loyola college as a student first
(1966 — 1970) and as a member of the
Zinlngy Liaculty lulor (1979 —2009) 1eidin
fresh in the cerebrum of my brain forever,
and they always keep my spirits very high.

1 always feel extremely proud to say that
three generations of my family members have
been associated with Jesuit institutions. My

father and his elder brother did their
graduation in Madras Loyola College in the
early forties. My father’s two younger
brothers (1962 — 1965) and my two sons
(1991-1993 & 1993-1995) studied in
Andhra Loyola College. My daughter-in-
law worked at Loyola Academy, Alwal, for
one year (2006-2007) as Lecturer in
Horticulture.

I was a student of a Zilla Parishad High
School in my native village Poluru (near
Nandyal in Kurnool District) where the
medium of instruction was Telugu. I was
never serious in studies and my academic
rovurd at sclivul level was not that bright.
When I was preparing for my school final
public examinations in March 1966, my
father called me one day and said, you have
two more weeks left, if you have any
ambition of studying in a college like
Vijayawada Loyola College, considered as
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the divine abode of higher education in
Andhra Pradesh. I joined PUC - BiPC
Group (7th section) on June 22, 1966. On
the same day [ was admitted into Gogineni
Hostel. Our classes began on June 27, 1966.

On February 10, 2010, I was one of the
Guests of Honour at the Annual Day
celebrations of Gogineni Hostel, my first
home away from my own home, and my
sincerc thanks to Rev Fr D Papaiah,
Warden of'the hostel, for honouring me. On
the stage, Rev Fr Theckemury was seated
two chairs next to the right of me. Memories
of my stay in Gogineni Hostel started
flooding my mind, and it was a great feeling
for me to share the stage with Rev Fr
Theckemury who was the Warden of
Gogineni Hostel forty three years ago when
['was an inmate of the hostel staying in Room
No. 20 (the present 181).

In the very first month of my hostel life,
something funny and, at the same time,
serious happened. There was an
announcement on the hostel mike about the
film, My Fair Lady (the movie version of
George Bernard Shaw’s Pygmalion), which
was running in the Navarang Theatre. The
announcement was that the students who
were interested could go and see the evening
show of'the movie the next day. [ was a great
fan of the late Dr N T Ramarao, and
Aggribarata, an NTR starrer, was running
in the Jaihind Theatre. Because of acute
power shortage, afternoon shows were
cancelled at that time and hostellers were
not allowed for the evening shows on any
day. Hence I enlisted my name and went to
see Aggibarata next day instead of My Fair
Lady. ] enjoyed the movie and returned to
the hostel around 9. 45 pm. I was not
allowed to go my room; [ was told to meet
the warden next morning. I need not

elaborate what happened the next day.
Within few months of my stay in the hostel,
Ileamnt time management and disciplined life.

Coming from a Telugu medium background,
the situation in the college was tough for me
to cope with for several months, as [ was
suffering from an overwhelming sense of
intellectual inferiority and lack of self
confidence.

Most of us achieve only a small fraction of
what we could if only we had the proper
self- confidence. With proper self-
confidence, one can wipe out whatever
inferiority complexes are there in one’s mind.
In the second terminal examinations, [
secured first mark in Physics. Then only I
developed self-confidence and overcame
the inferiority feeling.

After completing PUC with Biological
Sciences, Physics and Chemistry group, the
aim was to secure a seat in a medical
college, which I failed to achieve by anarrow
1.5% of marks. Hence I joined BSc in
Andhra Loyola College and passed out with
ahigh first class in 1970. During my degree
course except for one year (1967-68),  was
a resident of New Hostel (the present
Raghavendra Rao Hostel). So systematic is
life in Loyola hostels, the students would
realize it only when they experience other
hostels after leaving Andhra Loyola College.
It was true in my case also.

During my student days, I had the
opportunity of e¢xperiencing the
administrative calibre of two principals, Rev
Fr Gordon (1966-68) and Rev Fr Varkey
(1968-70), and two wardens, Rev Fr
Theckemury (1966-67 & 69-70) and Rev
Fr Inchakal (1968-1969). I witnessed some
student agitations, the havoc created by a
cyclonic storm on campus in 1969 and a




change in the academic programme from a
one-year PUC to a two-year Intermediate
course. As a student, ] always admired the
way some lecturers taught the lessons. I can
never forget Charles Dicken’s 4 Tale of
Tiwo Cities taught by Mr Chandra Mohan,
George Orwell’s Animal Farm and
Bernard Shaw’s Caesar and Cleopatra by
Mr Suresan, Shakespear’s Merchant of
Venice and King Lear by Mr EB Satyam,
Kalapurnodayam by Mr Matta Venkatesra
Rao, Plant Physiology by the late Mr SN
Ramaswamy, Chordata and Evolution by
the late Mr Ambrose Ananda Rao and
career guidance given informally by Mr
Bhagat Singh. For me they were all
legendary teachers.

The secret of success in life is for a person
to be ready when the opportunity comes.
The serene and congenial atmosphere in
Andhra Loyola College provided me with
such an opportunity that my academic
achievements improved year after year. I
got the first rank in MSc., and I was one
among the few who submitted doctoral
thesis at he age of twenty five years. I
humbly admit that I could achieve all these
only because of my education in Andhra
Loyola College.

It would be agreeable if things in this world
always finished with all the ends neatly tied
up. That is very seldom the case, and one
has to live according to one’s own destiny.
Destiny brought me back to Andhra Loyola
College after a lapse of nine years. After
completing my MSc., I had registered for
PhD in Andhra University with the intention
of joining the university faculty whenever an
opportunity arose. After securing PhD and
even after completing two years of post-
doctoral research, that opportunity never

came for various reasons. At that time, [ came
across an advertisement given by Andhra
Loyola College inviting applications for a
lecturer’s vacancy in Zoology. I thought ifit
not ina University let me work inmy Alma
Mater which had provided me with the
foundation to build my academic career. I
applied for the post, got selected and
reported for duty on September 3, 1979. 1
happened to be the first faculty memberto
Join ALC with a PhD degree. By that time I
had even published fifteen research papers
in various journals of international reputation.

When I joined ALC, most of the lecturers
who taught me were still working, and they
received me with lot of affection. It was clear
to me from the beginning that the scope to
carry on the research work was not much,
due to lack of funds and the workload
patternin affiliated colleges. I often thought
that I did not belong to this type of academic
atmosphere which was quite different from
that of a university, where I was actively
involved inresearch with little teaching work.
With the passage of time, that thinking slowly
faded away, and I started concentrating on
developing teaching skills, and in that
process I received great encouragement and
help from my seniors (once my teachers) in
the department. The thoughts about the
university used to pass through my mind now
and then. In February 1984, another
opportunity came in the form of Reader’s
vacancy in Sri Krishnadevaraya University,
Ananltapur, Twas cligible for Readership, as
I'had already completed five years of service
inALC. The late Rev Fr Francis, who was
the Principal then, refused to forward my
application. He might have had his own
reason for denying my request, but for me it
was the greatest disappointment because the
Vice-Chancellor of SKU at that time




promised my uncle, who was the MP of
Ananatapur, that he was going to appoint
me. That was the last chance [ had to
become faculty member in a university. I
overcame this disappointment very soon and
thereafter I had never been unhappy during
my stay in ALC.

From June 1983 till September 2006, I was
a commissioned officer in NCC Naval
Wing. I really enjoyed my role in NCC
imparting leadership qualities and the
principles of unity, discipline and patriotism
in the cadets. As a Naval Wing officer, I
attended a number of national and State-
level camps, visited a number of naval bases,
sailed onboard Indian Naval Ships,
organised rallies and conducted social
service activitics. [ was once decorated with
a DG NCC medal in recognition of the
meritorious service rendered by me to the
NCC organization. From the rank of Acting
Sub Lieutenant in 1983, I was elevated to
the rank of Lieutenant Commander in 1998
(the highest an Associated NCC Officer can
achieve). All thesc achievements were
possible only because of me being a faculty
memberin ALC.

During my long service in the college I got
opportunitics to participate in many seminars
and workshops, which helped me to a great
extent to improve my overall skills in
teaching, mentoring and guiding generations
of students.

For those who comc from stable familics
the reinforcement of their values imbibed at
home s likely to be lifelong. But for those
whose value system is weak or not formed,
the college’s Value Education Programme
is irreplaceable and of fundamental
importance, as it takes on the role, even if

partially, of the family. In this aspect, ALC,
in my view, stands first among all the other
institutions in the region. The college gave
me the rare honour of handling value
education classes of some years, and I
carried out my duty to my satisfaction and
to the satisfaction of the college
management.

When a person works in an organization for
a reasonably long period, comparisons of
one’s achievements with those of the others
areinevitable. If you compare yourself with
others, youmay become vain and bitter, for
always there will be greater and lesser
persons than yourself. Enjoy your
achievements as well as your plans. Keep
interested in your own career, however
humble; it is a real possession in the changing
fortunes of time. During my long service in
ALC, I always maintained this philosophy.
Starting from Rev Fr Francis, I worked
under ten principals, each having his own
style of administrative functioning. ThoughI
always maintained cordial relationships with
all these Fathers, I must admit that Rev Fr
Innaiah and Rev Fr Showraiah have always
been my best friends. In the college, I had
the rare fortune of participating in both the
Jubilee Celebrations — the Silber Jubilee in
1979, the year I joined the college, and the
Golden Jubilee in 2003, when [ was the
Chairman of the ALC Staff Association. In
2001, T was the UGC Expert Autonomy
Review Committee Member of an affiliated
college other than the principals. I was a
member of Boards of Studies in zoology and
Aquaculture of Acharya Nagarjuna
University for two terms.

With the multi-dimensional changes
occurring in our society and world over, the
role of institutions also change and, in that
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process, colleges like ALC take the
challenge and always succeed in their
ventures. During my long tenure in ALC, [
witnessed the growth of the college in various
fields year after the year. I witnessed the
introduction of post- graduate courses, the
college becoming autonomous, a boys’
college becoming co-education college
(with the OBA being renamed ALCAA),
the retirement of older staff members one
after the other and the entry of my own
students as staffmembers, the college being
accredited and reaccredited by NAAC,
UGC selecting the college as “A College
with Potential For Excellence”,
revolutionary changes taking place in
teaching methodology, encouragement being
given to the staff members to carry out
research work, introduction of
programmmes like ALERT, starting of a
fourth wing of the NCC (R & V), starting
of an engineering college on campus and
one of my first batch of students, Rev Fr P
Antony, becoming the Provincial of the
Jesuits of AP.

Over the years quite a number of changes
have taken place in the policy matters, but
the motto of the college ‘Deva Seva and
Desa Seva - service to god and Service to
the Nation - has never changed. To fulfil
this motto, the noble task of the development
of students as whole persons has continued
since my stndent days till today, and Tam
sure it will continue in the future,

The relationship between me and the Jesuit
Community had been so strong that
whichever place I visited, I enquired and
visited any organization run by the Jesuits in

that place. When I was in the USA in 2008,
[visited two universities run by Jesuits, just
to get the feeling that cven in a foreign land T
am in association with Jesuit a organisation
— one was Marquette University in
Milwakee where my good friends Rev Fr
Charles Puthota and Rev Fr Gnanadevan
studied for a few years, and the second was
Loyola University in Chicago.

Before I conclude, I have to answer two
questions: What has the college given me?
And in return, what have I given to the
college? My answer to the first question is
the college has given me everything —
excellent education, livelihood, fame, status
in the society, a dignified life and job
satisfaction. My answer to the second
question is that I contributed my part towards
the success and the growth of the college.
The successful running of an institution
depends on the harmony that exists between
the college management, the students and
the staff. Along with the management, the
students and the staff form the integral part
of Andhra Loyola College, and I strongly
feel that I also have my own share in its
success and growth. Persons like me join
an institution, offer their services, grow along
with the institution, and, on the appointed
day, take leave of the institution to be
replaced by fresh blood with fresh ideas to
meet the future challenges, and the process
continues — the instittion and its ideals
remain permanent.

L otter my grateful thanks to the Almi ghty
for providing me a wonderful opportunity
to serve and to become an integral part in
The Temple of Higher Education, that is
Andhra Loyola College, for so many years.

enjoying the warmth and cooperation of my
contemporary colleagues like Sri M
Prakasarao Fr VT George SJ, Fr TV James
SJ, Fr T Inniah SJ, Fr CJ John SJ, Fr DrD
Showraiah SJ, and Sri KV Vijaya Babu ,
the opportunity of working with younger

I has
indeed been an association, rewarding and

satisfying.

The following is an attempt to sum up my
fond memories of Andhra Loyola College.

Disastrous beginning

It was July 1968. I'was fresh to ALC from
a remote village with a ‘I'clugu medium
buckground, Given the seuling wrungeinont
in the classroom those days as per serial
order, I was sandwiched between two
students, an Anglo-Indian and an English
speaking Hyderabadi — a source of high
degree of suffocation. I could bear with this




“uncomfortable” classroom climate only for
two days. On the third day, I ran away to
my village. A great relicf!

Butthereliefdid not last long. In my village,
my friends started heckling me formy failure
to survive in the college. Unable to put up
with their insulting words, I came back to
ALC after one week with a strong
determination but only to face the Vice-
Principal, that too Fr Kadavil SJ, for the
French leave. After a hard bargaining, I had
to shell down two rupees as fine. Believe
me, that was the first and the last time that I
ever skipped classes, and I had 100%
attendance for the remaining years of my stay
in the college as a student. I even forced my
brother to postpone his marriage to summer
in order to avoid a leave letter!

From Special English to Political
Science

It was my strong desire from my school days
to study English Literature. Hence, the
preterence for Social Sciences even though
I could have secured admission in a Science
group on the basis of my marks in SSLC.
But the scoring in Special English in the
degree exams was always lower compared
to Political Science. With the degree marks
sheet in hand, we, the outgoing Special
English students, met Professor EB Satyam,
the then head of English Department.
Looking at our high score in Political
Science, he advised us to pursue higher
studies in it. Except one, all of us en masse
jnined MA Political Scienco nnd aettled
down in life reasonably well.

The cpisode of getting the ALC job

In October 1974, there were already three
lecturers teaching Political Science with each

of them having over a decade of service still
to go. So, I had no hope at Loyola in spite
of the dream. I was desperately looking for
a teaching assignment in any one of the
colleges in AP. Suddenly, saw an
advertisement of St Joseph’s College,
Visakhapatnam, calling for applications even
from the male candidates. Readily, I applied
for the job and simultaneously wrote a letter
to F'r A Theckemury, SJ, the most effective
lecturer that I ever came across, requesting
him to introduce me to the management of
that college. But I received a pleasant reply
from him asking me and other old students
with the requisite qualifications to apply for
a job at Loyola. In the interview, Father
choseme on the reasoning that L, with a well-
built body in comparison to others who,
then, looked like students, could control the
students of the Jai Andhra agitation
background better.

Tension with Fr G Francis, SJ

For about n year after joining, I was in full
of stress and strain due to Fr G Francis, SJ.
Whenever he saw me, he enquired about
my classes and said he would come to my
class and listen to my lesson which he never
really did. The result was the exceptional
preparation for every class throughout my
first year of service. Thanks to him, it
became a habit for me not to go to any class
without proper preparation .

The pleasure of working with my
senior colleagues

It was always a pleasure working with
seniors like Sri K Kesvarao, Fr A
Theckemury SJ, and Sri P Veerabraham.
They were very kind and considerate
towards me. Fr A Theckemury SJ attended

my marriage in 1975 travelling several miles
after midnight and blessed me. The readers
must believe me that they never gave their
classes to me — not even one hour during
my long association with them. On the
contrary, Fr A Theckemury tore my leave
letter and took my class when I approached
him for leave due to high fever during my
first year of service. Only once in 11 years
did he ask me to be ready to take his third
hour; but he returned from outside before
the class began and took his class himself.
My style of working with my younger
colleagues is different with a give-and- take

policy.

My special association with Sri KV
Vijaya Babu

We both taught Political Science together
for well over 25 years. He exhibited high
degree professional ethics and was always
good at teaching. We collaborated and
brought out lot of innovation and
experimentation in the teaching-learning
process. Our testing and evaluation
standards are free from complaints and

challenges. Along with Fr Dr D Showraiah,
SJ, we designed course content in the
subject which became a model for several
autonomous colleges in our region.

Together, we
penned several articles on our subject and
authored a couple of hotly-sold books.

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India’s “unborn” daughters on the rise:

fter Tamil Nadu, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar

and Haryana, Orissa has openly

landed in a new crisis, causing gender
discrimination and favouring sonography. The
state government may not agree with the fact
that the peculiar situation of female foeticide
still prevails like other previous years. If any
person seeks help for sex selection, he/she
can face imprisonment of three years and
can be required to pay a fine of Rs 50,000.
If any doctor is found guilty of this
malpractice, he can face suspension of his
registration by the state medical council. But
these Acts do not seem to have much effect
on the dark shades of human deeds. And,
currently, the number of females per male is
on the downward trend spree.

Itis a measure of public and governmental
insensitivity that thirty polythene bags stuffed
with the body parts of female foetuses and
newly born babies in a dry well near a private
clinic in Nayagarh district, 90 km southwest
of Bhubaneswar. The rampancy of female
foeticide in the district and the state of Orissa
has shocked every one notonly of the State
but across the country. The investigative
agencies believe the case is part of an

organised racket involved in female
foeticide. This major breakthrough just
pulled out the crime from under the carpet.

The male-female sex ratio in India is still one
of the world's lowest, with an average of
933 females recorded for every 1,000 males
born in the 2001 census. The global male-
female sex ratio is 954 girls to 1,000 boys,
which suggests that 38,000 girls should be
born in India every day. The Census 2001
hasrevealed some interesting and worrying
features with regard to sex ratios which call
for some explanation. For example, the
overall improvement in sex ratio in favour
of females may be explained by the fact that
female death rates have become lower than
the male death rates. But the sex ratio at
birth (SRB) becoming more favourable to
males has, however, influenced the overall
sex ratio in the opposite direction, which is
reflected in the adverse child sex ratio. Uttar
Pradesh and Uttaranchal both have
registered an improvement in overall sex
ratio between 1991 and 2001, but the child
sex ratio declining sharply requires detailed
probing. Interestingly, all the states that have
shown large declines in child sex ratio
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between 1991 and 2001 — Punjab,
Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Gujarat,
Maharashtra, Chandigarh and Delhi —are
economically well developed and have
recorded a fairly high literacy rate. This is
contrary to expectation and needs to be
examined.

Orthodox ideas of and growing
dowry pressure on parents

In the age of science, we still look down
upon a girl child. When a girl child is born, it
spreads the wave of discontent among the
family members just like economic recession.
To everyone’s astonishment, mostly people
from the mainstream society who are
educated and aware of the law are into
female foeticide; they adopt illegal acts like
sonography.

Science to be blamed

With the modern medical technology like
amniocentesis, female foeticide has become
quite easy. Amniocentesis first started in
India in 1974 as part of a sample survey
conducted at the All India Institute of Medial
Sciences (AIIMS), New Delhi, to detect
foetal abnormalities. These tests were later
stopped by the Indian Council of Medical
Research (ICMR). Though the test was
banned, the technique was adopted, and
1979 saw the first sex determination clinic
in Amritsar, Punjab. And shortly it spread
out all vver India. This resulted in a
mushrooming growth of pre-natal scanning
centres. It became quite easy for sex-
selective abortion and the result is rapidly
declining CSR. To clog the loopholes, Pre-

Natal Diagnostic Techniques (PNDT) Act
has been amended and pre-conception and
Pre-Natal Diagnostic Techniques
(PCPNDT) Act has been in effect in Indian
states for improving CSR. In India, we have
many pro-women laws. However, the
implementation of these laws and policies is
in the hands of those people majority of
whom are themselves torch-bearers of the
patriarchal value system. So even if the
PCPNDT Act is there, sex-selected
abortions are happening, and a glaring
example is the Nayagarh issue.

Fake drugs racket

Coming under heavy fire from various
quarters of society, various state governments
have ordered to probe into the fake drug
racket. In addition, the state governments
have announced that separate task forces
would be created at the district level to
control the fake medicine menace and the
problem of female foeticide. Women’s
organisations, which have been raising for
long the issue of falling child sex ratio in the
State, particularly in the coastal districts, are
up in arms.

Unwed mothers’ woes

Moreover, the issue of female foeticide
should be taken in totality. The reasons for
such high rate ofillegal abortions are many.
On the one hand, pcople do not want girls.
aOn the other hand, due to ignorance
regarding sex unwanted pregnancy is also
on the high. This attitude and behaviour of
general mass is fuelled by the unholy alliance
between medical fraternity's greed and
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government apathy towards women's
development issue. Many a times our
government as well as civil society has shown
their concern about the rising number of
‘unwed mothers’. And at the same time, we
are against sex education at school, saying
this education should be opted for by mature
ones. These kinds of contradictory attitudes
and policies need to be analysed and
solutions should be chalked out amicably.

Comments from researcher, media
and social organizations

Theanalysis will be lopsided and imbalanced
unless and until the views of research person
are taken in to account. ‘The evil deed of
female foeticide is confined to the urbanized,
educated middle class in India. People are
preferring boys to girls in our country
because of the dowry problem, rising
torture, harassment and death/killing. The evil
system has been even practiced / imitated
by the tribes and other socially low classes
as consumerism has put many impacts on
them. However, the practice of ‘honour
killing' is prevalent in North India. So the
need of the hour is to spread basic education
and gender sensitization”, senior researcher
DrR N Nayak based in New Delhi asserts.
Dr Nayak has been involved in conducting
awide range of researches on various social
issues in India, Indo-Asian and African
couliliies.

Suchitra Patnaik, a Hyderabad-based
researcher and faculty member in Mass
Communication in one Central University,
says: ‘I feel one cannot just blame illiterate

and ignorant parents for this heinous offence;
the roots can be traced down to our own
cultural dogmas, baseless and meaningless
traditions. The Indian matriage system is so
much taxing on the parents that the birth of
the girl in a family immediately translates itself
into an economic liability. Thus there is not
only an urgent need for awareness and
sensitization among young parents, but what
isrequired is a social reform in the marriage
system. Government agencies and civil
society should gear up and tackle the
problem at its very tentacles and sensitize
people to the need to maintain austerities in
fanfare and expenditure in marriages. The
mediain particular, television soaps that have
high audiences ratings, should pick up such
socially relevant themes, as they have the
power to drive home a point. Edutainment
projects have been very successful through
out the world and its time Indian media
shows some responsibility’.

Sambit Mishra, working as media and
Communication consultant for various Non-
government Organizations opinions, ‘The
female foeticide cases have shocked NGOs
working on gender sensitization. They are
up in arms to weed out such inhumane action
by adopting legal measures and organizing
awareness campaigns’.

Let girls be born in our country. Pro-active
measures should be taken at the earliest so
(hial another Nayagarh does not take place.
Keeping this in mind, administrators, social
workers, and legal personnel should work
hand in hand, leaving no room for gender
inequality and the consequence of
underdevelopment.

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The status of the Dalits: Some reflections

Better a cow in the USA or the European

Union or Japan than a Dalit in India. The
bovine animals are treated better by their
owners and taken care of by the government
than the Dalits in India. For many an Indian,
the word Dalit itselfis nauseating and goes
with unfounded stereotypes: they are dirty
and not neat; they love to live in gutters and
squalor; they indulge in petty crimes and are
loose in morality; they display
disproportionate emotions like anger or
sorrow or fear or happiness; they are not
intelligent; and they cannot speak English!

Atall levels Dalits are discriminated against
and ill-treated. For the non-Dalits, Dalits are
just an expendable commodity, not worthy
ofanything. Sometime ago, in Haryana, five
Dalits were lynched for having skinned a
cow. The police officials conducted an
autopsy to find out whether the cow was
alive or dead when it was skinned. The report
said that the cow was dead. But the Dalits
lives were already lost.

When the Tamil Nadu government bifurcated
a traffic division and named it after a Dalit
leader, the non-Dalits residing in that area
refused to travel by the bus which bore the

name of the Dalit leader and indulged in
unprecedented violence and vandalism, so
much so that the government had to decide
that no transport corporation would be
named after anyone thereafter. Forced
feeding of human excreta and forcing urine
down the throat of a Dalit have almost
become ordinary incidents and brushed
aside.

Caste is a socio-economic, political and
religious reality which every Indian
encounters daily in this country. Caste
probably had its genesis in the Manusmriti;
and its practice in the form of discrimination
1stheugliest, cruellestand the most shameful
experience, which the citizens of this country
have to undergo daily. In theory, all Indians
are equal; but in practice, some Indians
should not and cannot be equal with the other
Indians.

The Constifntion of India provides probably
the best ideal frame for the establishment of
a Socialist secular democratic order; it
envisages a multipronged attack for the
removal of inequity embedded in our social
system, and provides instruments and tools
for building up an equitous modern economy

in an equitable society. Variety of measures
have been provided and has actually been
employed to bring about revolutionary
changesin Indian society.

Have these Constitutional and legal
provisions and their practice brought about
any revolutionary change? Are there at least
some traces of this revolution in the country?

Democratic revolutions all over the world,
including those which overthrew colonial
regimes, invariably resulted only in inherent
fundamental contradictions. For, on the one
hand, the citizens are assured that they are
free and equal through their constitutions and
legal provisions; on the other, in practice,
the experience of the people is the ever-
growing gross socio-economic inequalities
with weaker sections of the society being
subjected to inhuman discriminations and
exploitations. The weakest sections of the
Indian society are the scheduled castes and
scheduled tribes. They account for nearly
one-fourth of India’s population. All through
history, for over a millennium, they were
exploited, oppressed and suppressed. Our
Dalit brothers have been subjugated and
oppressed for more than a millennium. They
have been the victims of this cruel society,
which has come up by crushing their heads.

What should our response be to this
community, which awaits their liberation
from the clutches of this unjust society?
Firstly, we should have a preferential option
for the Dalits, as we know that they are on
the threshold of the problems and hence
proper measures should be taken to

eradicate atrocities against them. Secondly,

the government should provide equal
opportunities for the Dalits in all public
sectors. Thirdly, conscientization
programmes and literacy campaign would
be of great help towards increasing their
social status. Fourthly, there must be a
reservation policy in education and

employment. '

Most of all, prejudices against the Dalits
should be destroyed and all should work to
build a just society. This is very important
because history has proved that no section
of the society takes lying down oppression
and suppression for long. The Dalits have
been subjected to this for more than a
millennium. Now they are aware of their
rights and of the power of the powerless.
History says that slaves can become the
rulers of the people who enslaved them; and
the Dalits are not an exception. Ifthe nation
does not accept the Dalits as its own
children, then they are in for shocks and

surprises.

In addition, who causes
it? This question haunts every individual when
one undergoes pain and suffering. We might
begin by providing a negative answer to this

by saying, first, where suffering certainly does

notcome from. Suffering does not come from
God, but from the evil that may be moral in
nature (sinful), such as the evil deeds of men,
or non-moral in nature, such as deformity
and natural calamities.

We know that evil in the world is largely
moral in nature. Moral evil, which is sin, is
the result of the perverse exercise of the will
of man. When we trace the cause of most
of our sorrows, problems, pain, the world’s
problems and its wounds, we find that most
ofitis the result of man’s own free will. It
does not mean that each one suffers from
his own abuse of free will. One may well
suffer because of another’s abuse of free
will. Is not every war, most poverty,
starvation, ravages in nature, violence, crime,
emotional pain, are out of hatred, blindness
and selfishness of human beings? Therefore,
suffering is mainly caused by man. Our own
hand in our misery is almost certainly present.
Man suffers because of his own actions and
the actions of his tellow man. We need to
remember that an evil itselfis the cause of
suffering or in itselfis suffering. Some times
good itself not directly, but incidentally
causes suffering, which is evil. However,
every human being wants good and acts




towards good but is defective in their use of
free will.

The suffering of the deformed child, the mass
suffering caused by natural calamities like
the wrath of earthquake, deformities and
other calamities which are not directly
related to man’s abuse of the ecosystem —
how come these evils exist, and why do they
come? These questions still remain as
questions. First of all it is very important to
remember that suffering is a natural reality.
The presence of light, bliss and good
indicates that there exist darkness, pain and
evil which are “negatives”. We are told that
in heaven there is only goodness, peace and
bliss. But we are created not in paradise
but in an imperfect world where we may
exercise our free will towards the paradise.
For such exercises, there are options. One
needs to understand and experience the
options (good will) in order to know the
attributes of both. To express it in simple
words, unless we taste pain, we cannot
appreciate the worth of bliss. Moreover,
non-moral suffering is a reality not brought
by anybody.

Stay a while on the railway platform

What do you see?

Open wide your eyes!

You will see

Fading smiles, watery eyes,
Withering hands, unseen bonds,
Little ones and — last ones:
They are none but children.

‘Every child comes with the message that
God is not yet discouraged of man,’ said
Rabindranath Tagore. Today’s children are
tomorrow’s citizens. That children are the
future pillars of our nation is stressed by our
former Prime Minister Pandit Jawaharlal
Nehru, and we know that children are
precious in the sight of God.

In any country, children between ages 4 to
15 are from the most inarticulate group. Their
destiny is decided not by themselves but by
their parents, the government i.e. the law
makers and executers of law, Ttis a fact that
out of 300 million children in India, a lot of
children live in an economic and social
environment which could impede the child’s
physical and mental development. It is the

need of the hour that we all should make a
commitment to meet the needs of the children
in India today to enable us to see an
enlightened and empowered India
tomorrow.

India has several laws and Constitutional
provisions to protect the rights and dignity
of children but, unfortunately, most of them
are found only on paper. There is no strong
will to implement these laws and provisions
and provide children a secure placcin India,

Today, the life of children is nat a hed of
roses. They are undergoing a lot of problems
and difficulties in their lives. Most children
are suffering from hunger, homelessness,
deficiency ofhealth care, high infant mortality,
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child labour, child abuse and exploitation and
primarily they lack basic education in their
lives. In the world, 640 million children do
not have adequate shelter. 270 million
children have no access to health care
services. 140 million children have never
been to schools. 90 million children are
severely deprived of food. 400 million
children have no access to safe drinking
water. In this situation, the children of today
really need security, stability and continuity
in their lives and their basic needs to be
protected.

Rights of children
The basic rights of children are:
m  rightto education;
= right to expression;
m  rightto information;
= righttonutrition;
m  right to health and care;

= rightto protection from abuse and
exploitation; and

= righttosurvival

Children can attain these above mentioned
rights guarantied to them, only if each one
of us — parents, neighbours, businessmen,
politicians, teachers, professional and most
imporlantly every cilizen — lakes
responsibility for making these rights reality
to the children. Each of us needs to be the
voice of the voiceless. The violation of the

rights of children has existed from time
immemorial. There are many instances

where the rights of the children are being
violated.

Right to education

As the datareveal, 50 per cent of the Indian
children aged 6-18 do not go to schools.
Children who are not in schools are made
use of for work. The figure of 100 million
children, which is often quoted as the number
of working children in India, actually
represents children out of schools. Thus, if
we send these children to schools and
provide them primary education, the future
of the children will be prosperous.

This is the basic right that every child must
possess because the future of child depends
onits education. ‘When a child is educated,
a nation is educated’.

Right to expression

Every child has the right to express himself
or herself freely in whichever way he or she
likes. Children are very keen to observe
things that take place in and around them.
Every child tries to express his or her feelings
with others in the form of questions or
doubts. The best innovative and creative
ideas come from children. These are to be
nurtured by the elders.

Right to information

Every child has a right to know his basic
rights and his position in society. But what
blocks them from having information about
them and their society is illiteracy and
ignorance. Children should have access to




information about what is happening around
them, so that they are aware of the reality.
This basic information may help them to be
responsible for the developmental activities
of the country. '

Right to nutrition

In India, more than 50 percent of the children
are malnourished or undemourished; while
one in every five adolescent boys is
malnourished, one in every two girls in India
isundernourished. Children are deprived of
the nutritious food they need to have at their
respective ages. The main cause for the
malnutrition is illiteracy and poverty.

Right to health and care

Health is wealth. Children are the wealth of
our nation. If wealth is lost, nothing is lost,
butwhenhealth is lost, everything islost. 58%
of children are not fully vaccinated and over
60% of children in India are anemic. 70 in
every thousand children born in India do not
see their first birthday. These health problems
lead to hazardous diseases like paralysis,
polio, and tuberculosis. Hence children need
to be kept under constant care and concern.

Right to protection from abuse and
exploitation

The children today are abused in number of
ways. First and toremost, children are
sexually abused in the places like slums and
the working places. Girls in early teens are
married off. In some communities on the
Maharashtra-Karnataka border, the girl child
is offered to Goddess Yellama as a Devadasi.

It is the same in the tribal belt. There are
approximately 2 million child commercial sex
workers between the age of 5-15 years, and .
3.3 million between 15-18 years. 50,000
children are forced into flesh trade every

year.

These sexual abuses affect children
psychologically, emotionally and mentally.
They become narrow-minded and form
pessimistic attitude towards life. It is high
time for elders and officials to take
responsibility for avoiding these child abuses.

Right to survival

Every child has aright to live a well protected
and secure life. But a vast majority of
underprivileged children in India are treated
like commodities and exported to other
countries as labour or prostitutes and many
children are still working under exploitative
and inhuman conditions. Going by the
tradition, customs, and social practices of
the age, parents value sons more than
daughters. The daughters are often viewed
as an economic burden to the parents.
Today, female infanticide is quite widespread
in our country. We do not have any right to
take away our life; rather we must live a
worthy life and help others live the same.

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Global warming: How real?

Introduction

Itis the strong conviction of most scientists
that our climate is changing at an alarming
rate, The global warming has credible
scientific evidence. Weather patterns have
become unpredictable. Average
temperatures have climbed 1.4 degrees
Fahrenheit (0.8 degree Celsius) around the
world since 1880. The rate of warming is
increasing. The 20th century's last two
decades were the hottest in 400 years.
Surface temperature will probably rise to a
further 1.1 t0 6.4 °C (2.0 to 11.5 °F) during
the 21st century. An increase in global
temperature is causing sea levels to rise.
There is a change in the amount and pattern
of precipitation. According to a UNO
report (2007), our planet has recorded 11
out of 12 warmest years. How can we forget
the fury of devastating floods down the
stream of the river Krishna that nearly
submerged vast areas of Kurnool and
Mahaboobnagar districts ot Andhra I*radesh
recently? Though global warming is affecting
every one, it is the poor who suffer most.
The great irony is that they have done the
least to cause the problem. On an average,
3 lakh people are dying each year from
climate related causes. The 2004 UNO

development programme gave us details of
26.2 crore people who are affected by
climate change disasters every year. Most
of them live in developing countries like
Bangladesh, India and many African
countries. In India, there is a big debate
going on on the retreating of the Himalayan
glaciers in the light of the IPCC report and
the Copenhagen conference on climate
change. Apart from a few committed
environmentalists and NGO who are
conscious of the gravity of the situation in
India, ithas not yet really hit hard the general
public.

What is global warming?

Global warming is caused by green house
gases, which trap in the sun’s infrared rays.
The greenhouse effect is the process by
which absorption and emission of infrared
radiation by gases which are trapped in
earth’s atmosphere, which in turn heat up
(heteaar (. Hutnem acd vty sinee the Industrial
Revolution has increased the amount of
greenhouse gases in the atmosphere, leading
to an increased radioactive forcing from
CO2, methane, tropospheric ozone, CFCs
and nitrous oxide. The major greenhouse
gases are water vapour, which causes about
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36-70 percent of the greenhouse etfect;
carbon dioxide (CO2), which causes 926
percent; and methane (CH4). The main
cause of this global dimming is aerosols
produced by volcanoes and pollutants.

Effects of warming

The continuing retreat of glaciers, permafiost
and sea ice are the expected effects. It
includes increases in the intensity of extreme
weather events, species extinctions, and
changes in agricultural yields. Global
warming is also affecting the crop
production, as crops are getting destroyed

by the sudden change in temperatures or
sudden onset of rains. Global warming is
also responsible for the introduction of some
new diseases. The bacteria are more
effective and multiply much faster in warmer
temperatures compared to cold
temperatures.

Carbon dioxide (CO2) is the chief
greenhouse gas that results from human
activities and causes global warming and
climate change. To see whether enough is
being done at the moment to solve these
global problems, there is no single indicator
as complete one.

Discussion

Summit in Rio. The Kyoto protocol is a right
step in this direction. Though there were
many great expectations raised from the
Copenhagen conterence held recently, itonly
helped to serve the interests of a few rich
and developed countries. As someone has
said it rightly ‘The conference degenerated
into the equivalent of a land-grab not for ter-
ritory on Earth, but atmospheric space and
therightto polluteit’. The [PCC, inits fourth

assessment report, documented information
onreduction of global emissions in order to
maintain global warming below 2 degree
Celsius. It has been decided to stop defor-
estation and degradation natural resources,
finance to reduce emissions and to adopt
low emitting economies. A meaningful miti-
gation action on the part of the developed
countries is to commit themselves to a goal
of mobilizing 100 million USD a year, as
Green Climate Fund. This fund will address
the needs of developing countries. It was also
decided by the Copenhagen conference to
act on sustainable development and transfer
of technology to support the adaptation and
mitigation. There is a sense of optimism
around. The wealthy industrialized countries
should have a serious responsibility to the
poor especially in international debates, dis-
cussions and action plans. The levels of pov-
erty already existing are further exacerbated
by climate ck:'mge in developing countries.
The developcd nations must contribute to
the costs of developing nations in mitigating
and adapting to effects of climate change.
We are all called to a responsibility of stew-
ardship of creation and to use our natural
resources for the dignity and development
of every individual and community. Those
developed countries that have created glo-
bal warming must show the moral leader-
ship and political will and act decisively by
drastically reducing their emissions. It has
been resolved at Copenhagen to stabilize
gieen liuuse guses coficentration in the at
mosphere. The object is to keep the increase
in global temperature below 2 degree Cel-
sius. We are also called to recognize the
critical impacts of climate change, particu-
larly by the most vulnerable countries and
by adaptation programmes. We are asked

to have an enhanced action and international
cooperation on adaptation.

The challenge before us is this: Change or
perish. We need the planet as much as it
needs us. It should be our endeavour to
march towards a low-carbon economy. This
is visible when some countries are investing

in renewable and sustainable technologies.
Low carbon energy is going to be the key
to any country’s future prosperity. The mes-
sage to everyone is that all of us are a part
of the solution as individuals, governmental
organizations, educational institutions, com-
munity and youth group.

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Global warming

Global warming is defined as the increase
of the average temperature on earth. As the
Earth is getting hotter, disasters like hurri-
canes, droughts and floods are getting more
frequent. Over the last 100 years, the av-
erage temperature of the air near the Earth's
surface has raised a little less than 1 degree
Celsius (0.74 £ 0.18 °C or 1.3 + 0.32
°Fahrenheit). It is responsible for the con-
spicuous increase in storms, floods and rag-
ing forest fires we have seen in last ten years.
Data collected by scientists show that an
increase of one degree Celsius makes the
earth warmer now than it has been for at
least a thousand years. Out of the 20 warm-
est years onrecord, 19 have occurred since
1980.The three hottest years ever observed
have all occurred in the last ten years. But
itis not only about how much the earth is
warming, itis also about how fast it is warm-
ing. There have always been natural climate
changes, but they evolved over periods of
50,000 to 100,000 years.

A tempcrature rise as fast as thc one we
have seen over the last 30 years has never
happened before, as far as scientists can
ascertain. Moreover normally the earth
should be in a cool-down-period, accord-
ing to natural effects like solar cycles and
volcano activity, not in a heating-up phase.

Climate change won't be a smooth transi-
tion to a warmer world. Twelve regions
around the world will be especially affected
by abrupt changes, among them the North
Pole, the Amazon rainforest, and Califor-
nia.

Greenhouse gases are released by activities
such as the buming of fossil fuels, land clear-
ing, and agriculture. Other phenomena‘such
as solar variation and volcanoes have had
smaller and probably negative effects 1950.
Anincrease in global temperatures can in
turn cause other changes, including a rising
sea level and changes in the amount and
pattern of precipitation. These changes may
increase the frequency and intensity of ex-
treme weather events, such as floods,
droughts, heat waves, hurricanes, and tor-
nados. Other consequences include higher
or lower agricultural yields, glacier retreat,
reduced summer stream flows, species ex-
tinctions and increases in the ranges of dis-
ease veclors.

Warming is expected to affect the number
and magnitude of these events. However, it
isdifficult to connect particular events to glo-
bal warming. Although most studies focus
on the period up to 2100, even if no further
greenhouse gases were released after this
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date, warming (and sea level) would be ex-
pected to continue to rise for more than a
millennium, since CO2 has a long average
atmospheric lifetime.

Greenhouse gases contribute to the green-
house effect. When sunlight reaches Earth's
surface some of it is absorbed and it warms
the earth, and 'most'qf the rest is radiated
back to the atmosphere at a longer wave-
length than the sunlight. Some of these longer
wavelengths are absorbed by greenhouse
gases in the atmosphere before they are lost
to space. The absorption of this long wave
radiant energy warms the atmosphere.
These greenhouse gases act like a mirror and
reflect back to the Earth some of the heat
energy which would otherwise be lost to
space. The reflecting back of heat energy
by the atmosphere is called the "greenhouse
effect".

The major natural greenhouse gases are
water vapour, which causes about 36-70%
of the greenhouse effect on Earth (not in-
cluding clouds); carbon dioxide CO2, which
causes 9-26%; methane, which causes 4-
9%, and ozone, which causes 3-7%. It is
not possible to state that a certain gas causes
a certain percentage of the greenhouse ef-
fect, because the influences of the various
gases are not additive. Other greenhouse
gases include, but are not limited to, nitrous
oxide, sulfur hexafluoride, hydrofluoric car-
bons, per fluorocarbons and chlorofluoro-
carbons.

The higher the concentration of green house
gases like carbon dioxide in the atmosphere,
the more heat energy is being reflected back
to the Earth. Carbon dioxide emissions have
taken place in million tons per year over the
last 200 years. The concentration of car-

Lo s

bon dioxide has dramatically increased in
the last 50 years. Carbon dioxide (CO2)
and nitrous oxide (NOx) concentrations in
the atmosphere are still increasing. The in-
crease in the man-made emission of green-
house gases is the cause for global warm-

mng.

There are two major effects of global warm-
ng

= Increase of the temperature on the
earth by about 3° to 5° C (5.4°t0 9°
Fahrenheit) by the year 2100.

m  Riseofsealevels by at least 25 meters
(82 feet) by the year 2100.

Increasing global temperatures are causing
a broad range of changes. Sea levels are
rising due to the thermal expansion of the
ocean, in addition to the melting of land ice.
Amounts and patterns of precipitation are
changing. The total annual power of hurri-
canes has already increased markedly since
1975 because their average intensity and
average duration have increased. Besides,
there has been a high correlation of hurri-
cane power with tropical sea-surface tem-
perature,

Changes in temperature and precipitation
patterns increase the frequency, duration,
and intensity of other extreme weather events
such as floods, droughts, heat waves, and
omadoes. Other eflects of global warming
include higher or lower agricultural yields,
further glacial retreat, reduced summer
stream flows, and species extinctions. As a
further effect of global warming, diseases
like malaria are returning into areas where
they have been extinguished earlier.




Does the ban on plastic work in India?

Cherishma (NSC 35)

Plastic, which is considered to be a major
toxic pollutant and non-biodegradable sub-
stance, has been banned from use, sale or
storage by the Delhi government. The pen-
alty, if anyone is caught using poly—thene of
any kind or thickness, will be Rs 100,000
or imprisonment up to five years.

This seems to be a positive move to salvage
the environment and avoid clogging of drains
with plastic debris. How well the ban will
be enforced remains to be seen. There are
States which have failed to enforce their ban
on plastic.

After the deluge 0f 26/7, plastic was banned
in Mumbai because the choking of drains
and sewage led to water-logging. But this
ban remained only on paper, as the authori-
ties failed miserably to enforceit. Polythene
bags are still easily available in Mumbai and
used by restaurants, shops, malls, etc., al-
though the ban still remains on use of plastic
bags below 20 micron thickness. Other
places like Goa, which was the first to im-
pose the ban in 1998, have not succeeded
in getting rid of polythene,

The views of Stuart Hoggard, who plays
devil’s advocate on the issue of the ban on
plastic, need to be considered: ‘This banis
ridiculous and is the wrong approach.
Flexible packaging consisting of dissimilar
materials is essential for a country like India
to ensure that the package has both moisture
barrier as well as flavour and oxygen barrier
to make sure that the shelf life of the
packaged food is sufficiently high and that
the food does not spoil by the time the
consumer buys it and uses it. It is precisely
because of this type of packaging that the
amount of food that used to get spoiled and
wasted (very high percentage compared to
Western countries) is now preserved.
Without multi-substrate packaging, the shelf-
life of packaged food will once again be a
major issue! 1agree that plastic packaging
thrown about is a serious issue in terms of
litter as well as blocking drainage during the
monsoon. Instead of banning such
packaging, why does the government puta
tax on such packaging and then use these
taxes to fund a packaging recycling
programme, where such multi-phase plastic-
based waste is collected, cleaned and
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converted into uses such as building
materials for low income housing, park
benches and many other useful applications.
Technology for such conversion is available
and I would be glad to provide expertise
for such a project.’

Vijayawada has recently set a very good
example in avoiding plastic. Booksellers
from all over the country in a self-imposed

ban decided not use plastic bags during the
eleven-day Vijayawada Book Festival held
from January 1. They decided not to use
plastic bags which were not bio-degradable
and therefore harmful to the environment.
They obtained sponsorship for one lakh
paper bags, each costing Rs 5, at the
subsidized price of Rs 1.25. All the
booksellers used the environment-friendly
paper bags instead of plastic bags.

I rushed to platform seven
even without saying a word of thanks to my
unknown benefactor for the welcome
information. ,

PARROT

u Characteristic features of parrots
include a strong curved bill, an
upright stance, strong legs, and
clawed zygodactyl feet.

= The sost important components of
most parrots’ diets are seeds, nuts,
fruit, buds and other plant material,
and a few species also eat insects
and small animals, and the lories and
lorikects are specialised to feed on
nectar from flowers, and soft fruits.

o Almost all parrots nest in tree holes
(or nest boxes in captivity), and lay
white eggs from which emerge
altricial (helpless) young.
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POND HERON

m Indian Pond Heron is scientifically
known as Ardeola grayil.

& They appear stocky with a short

neck, short thick bill and buff-
brown back. In summer, adults
have long neck feathers. Their
appearance is transformed from
their dull colours when they take to
flight, when the white of the wings
makes them very prominent.

= Colloquially known as the “Paddy-
bird,” this rather familiar and lovely
little heron is found in almost any
‘wet” habitat from small shaded
ponds to the edges of large lakes to
the open rice-fields athat are so
characteristic of rural India.

GREY HERON

= The Grey Heron is the largest bird
standing at 1m tall with a wingspan of
2m.

«  Grey Herons eat whatever they can
catch: fish, amphibians, arthropods
(insects, spiders), crustacea (crabs),
and even small mammals (rodents),
repliles (hatchling turtles), and small
birds (catching these on the wing).

=  Grey Herons have long necks and
‘powerful bills for a long and strong
reach. They usually wait on the mud
or at the water’s edge to snatch
passing aquatic prey.
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CATTLE EGRET

»  The Cattle Egret has a compact build
with white plumage, yellow bill, and
mostly yellow legs. One characteristic
feature is the short stubby bill with
obious feathering extending out along
the lower mandible to the mid point.

»  TheCattle Egret’s feeding grounds are
usually under 20 km from roost site. It
typically hunts by walking steadily and
stabbing at prey. It feeds on insects,
especially grasshoppers, locusts and
beetles.

»  Colonial nester, usually with other
water birds. Nests are built from
collected or stolen (from other nests)
dry sticks, weed stems and reeds;
occasionally lined with grass.

MALE KOEL

«  MaleKoelis scientifically known as
Eudynamys scolopaceus.

«  Male koel is glossy bluish-black in
color.

»  The word koel is echoic in origin and
the bird is a widely used symbol in
Lndian puelsy. 1 Las been compared
with the “nightingale” due to its
melodious call.

= Koel swallows small fruits whole and
regurgitates the seeds.

It also
digs out large rectangular holes in trees
to create roosting and nesting spots
and to expose insects!

MYNA

‘The Common Mynaisreadily identified
by the brown body, black hood and
the bare yellow patch behind the eye.
The bill and legs are bright yellow.
There is a white patch on the outer
primaries and the wing lining on the
underside is white.

KING FISHER

Kingfishers occupy a wide range of

habitats. While they are often
associated with rivers and lakes, over
half the worlds species are found in
forests and forested streams.

Other species live high in mountains,
or in open woodland, and a number of
species live on tropical coral atolls.

The Common Myna (which feeds
mostly on ground-dwelling insects,
tropical fruits such as grapes plums and
some berries and, in urban areas,
discarded human food) poses a
serious threat to Australian blueberry
crops, though its main threat is to
native bird species.

The kingfishers feed on a wide variety
of items. They are most tamous for
hunting and eating fish, and some
species du specialise in calching [isly,
but other species take crustaceans,
frogs and other amphibians, annelid
worms, molluscs, insects, spiders,
centipedes, reptiles (including snakes)
and even birds and mammals.
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CROW

The true crow are large passerine birds
that form the genus Corvus in the
family Corvidae.

In the dry parts of South Asia, the
bubspecies C.S. zugmayeri is found
and this has a very pale neck collar.
The nominate race is found in India,
Nepal and Bangladesh and has a grey
neck collar,

CROW PHESANTS

The Crow Pheasant Centropus
sinensis, is anon-parasitic member of
the cuckoo order of bird, the
Cuculiformes. It is a widespread
resident in Asia, India, east of south
China and Indonesia.

The head is black, upper mantle and
underside are purplish black. The back
and wings are chestnut brown. There
are no pale shaft streaks on the coverts.
The eyes are ruby red.

It feeds largely onrefuse around human
habitations, small reptiles and other
animals such as insects and other small
invertebrates, eggs, nestlings, grain and
fruits, Most food is taken from the
ground, but also from trees as
opportunity arises.

The Greater Coucal is large bird which
takes a wide range of insects,
caterpillars and small vertebrates,
including Saw-scaled vipers. They are
also known to eat bird eggs, nestling,
fruits and seeds. In Tamil Nadu they
were found to feed predominatly on
snails Helix vittata.




The Red-Vented Bulbul is easily
identified by its short crest giving the
head a squarish appearance. The body
is dark brown with a scally pattern
while the head is darker or black. The
rump is white while the ventisred. The
black tail is ripped in white.

It feeds mainly on fruits, petals of
flowers, nectar, insects and
occasionally geckos. They have also
been seen feeding on the leaves of

‘Medicago sativa.

DUCK-LIKE WATER
BIRD (PELICAN)

A pelican is a large water bird with a
distinctive pouch under the beak,
belonging to the bird family,
Pelecanidae.

Modern pelicans, of which there are
right species, are fonnd on all
continents except Antarctica.

Birds of inland and coastal waters, they
are absent from polar regions, the deep
ocean, oceanic islands, and inland
South America.

The eggs are pale-pinkish with spots |
of darker red more dense at the broad
end.

SPARROW

Generally, sparrows tend to be small,
plump brown-grey birds with short
tails and stubby, powerful beaks.
They are primarily seed-eaters, though
they also consume small insects. A few
species scavenge for food around
cities and, like gulls or pigeons, will
happily eat virtually anything in small
quantites. : .
Sparrows are physically similar to other
sced-eating birds, such as finches, but
have a vestigial dorsal outer primary
feather and an extra bone in the tongue.
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
