he travails of magazine editors are known only to magazine editors. If
there is one thing that has unfailingly driven me to black despair, it is
the annual ritual of editing this magazine.

When you begin the work, however, sometimein November, you are as pleased
as Punch. That’s because you have no inkling at all that what awaits you in
the next four months is nothing short of a sojourn in Purgatory. You plan for
an ambitious, out-of-the-ordinary magazine; to take care of the different sec-
tions of the magazine, you put together a large team of “enthusiastic” young
people who blithely promise you the moon —and become thereafter as out of
reach as the object they have promised; you hold meetings which go as meet-
ings often do; and, before long, you find yourself in deep purgatorial waters
under a moonless sky (Don’t ask me if such a purgatory is possible.) with no
one to pull you out.

But that isn’t half as bad as something else. You experience the real purgato-
rial fire not quite before February-March, the time forthe magazine to go to
press, when you find, to your alarm, that the Loyolite mailbox holds nothing
worthwhile. The box is, no doubt, full: there are lots and lots of childish com-
pilations of banal quotations, several pieces of sentimental or romantic dog-
gerel of doubtful authenticity, and plenty of WWW stuff with hyperlinks be-
traying the plagiarists’ lack of experience in purloining. There is nothing for it
now but to pass the stuff for press, and you do it. And you vow never to edit
another issue — only to break the vow the very next year when you fall victim
to some maggot in the brain and cheerfully agree to edit the very next num-
ber.

There is, however, one consolation. Yours is by no means the only magazine
that is immodestly dressad; avery other rallege nr schanl magazine is as shab-
bily clathed as yours — some are out at elhaws or down at heels, while some



attempt, paradoxically enough, to hide their shame by not putting much on!
A sweet delight in disorder, a Vaughan would exult.

Well, after that elaborate (354 words!) apologia, | can, with a clear conscience,
introduce Loyolite 2011 as yet another run-of-the-mill number. Some old ideas
are revisited in the articles on co-education, uniform, and students’ role in
politics. Three articles (on paid news, industrial disasters, and Facebook),
however, attempt to rise above this tendency by their contemporary relevance.
So does the article'on the changing library scene which offers a facetious per-
spective on library automation. In the Telugu and the Hindi sections also, one
can find the same odd mix of the ordinary and the not-so-ordinary.

What perhaps recommend Loyolite 2011 more than anything else are the
reports, including the 51-page annual report in graphic detail, and the 32-
page pictorial record of the events of this academic year. They certainly do
justice to the wide variety of activities organized at ALC in 2010-2011.

Owing to circumstances beyond our control, we couldn’t bring out this issue
by 31 March — a deadline we had unfailingly met in the past. Some of the
photographs were available to us only in the last week of April 2011, and,
when they finally arrived, the Editor-in-Chief was laid up with a broken ankle.
It fell to the lot of the Editor, Dr G Sahaya Baskaran, to work on the photo-
graphs section and the cover pages, and he accomplished the task with abso-
lute commitment.

I'hope you will find Loyolite 2011 worth reading.

Lessons from the Bhopal gas tragedy

Introduction

The world is getting smaller every
day because of the technological
advancements of mankind. However,
the same factors responsible for
making human life and the human
race better are also responsible for
the degradation of the environment.
Man has been exposed to a more
comfortable life and he wants more.
He may have everything he needs to
live a better and more comfortable
life, but he is becoming greedy to
the point ofwanting more than what
Mother Nature can afford. The
industrial disasters that are reported
in different countries almost every
day should serve as a wake-up call
to humanity that, perhaps, they should
now be more considerate towards the
environment.

Industrial disasters

Industrial disaster means: “threats to
people and the life support system
caused by mass production of goods
and services” which exceed human
coping  capabilities and the
environment’s absorptive capacities.
“Industrial accident” means an event
resulting from the uncontrolled
development in the course of any
activity involving hazardous substances
either in an installation, for example

during the manufacture, use, storage,

handling, or disposal; or during
transportation.
Every human being has not only

human rights but also his own

environment rights.

India has been a signatory to the
United Nations Conference held in
Stockholm on Human Environment in
the year 1972. In order to protect
human rights, all the industries and
business people should respect them.

Industrial disasters in India

Afew disasters that shook the world
and carried away thousands of lives
making many people helpless are:

e The most agonizing and the
largest industrial disaster to date
is the Bhopal tragedy that
happened in 1984. The toxic
fumes which came out from a
pesticide company took the lives of
many. METHYL ISOCYANIDE was
the chemical responsible forsuch
a bloody disaster that came out
from the Union Carbide Plant.

e The great Chicago fire in 1871.

e On April 16 1947, Texas City
Disaster, Texas. At 9.15am, an
explosion occurred aboard a
docked ship named the
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Grandcamp. The explosion is
referred to as the worst
industrial disaster in America.

. July 6, 1988: Piper Alpha disaster.
An explosion and the resultant
fire. on a North Sea oil
production platform killed 167
men. Total loss incurred was about
USS 3.4 billion. To date it is
rated as the world’s worst
offshore-oil disaster in terms
both lives lost and impact to
industry.

Issues and challenges of industrial
disasters

The key issueinindustrial disaster is
the many chemicals that are used in the
industries and the things that come
out of it. The harm caused by such
chemicals is not completely known. As a
result, innumerable accidents occur.

In view of the Bhopal tragedy, the
challenge that India faces today is to
clean up all the contaminated areas
surrounding the Union Carbide Plant.

The National Environmental
Engineering Research Institute (NEERI)
has confirmed the findings of the
Centre for Science and Environment'’s
(CSE) pollution-monitoring laboratory;
it saysthatthe site is contaminated
with high levels of toxins, from
mercury to pesticides. Hence the task
that lies ahead isto make that land
free of those poisonous gases.

Importance of adhering to essential
safety norms to prevent industrial
disasters

In my view, these disasters are caused
due tonegligence of the companies
cuncerned  and  Incompetence Lhe
personnel. The following are some of the
safety norms that should be adhered to
in order toavoid these accidents:

e The next issue is quality: the
equipment that we buy should
be tested for quality. Specialised
engineers should be employed so
that they are aware of the
working of these equipments.

e When an industry is being set
up, the people concerned should
foresee all the things that come
their way. It means that they
should be trained in all aspects;
they should know how to
handle various situations so that
they do not panic in dangerous
times

e Safety checks should be done
very often so that disasters can
be reduced to the minimum.

Remedial measures in the light of the
Bhopal gas tragedy

The city is toxicated. The level of
toxication is so deep thateven the
soil is contaminated due to the
leakage of MethylsoCyanide gas.

First and foremost, such industries
should be constructed outside the
cities where people donot live.

Developing countries such as Indiaare
particularly vulnerable astheylack the
infrastructure, e.g. communication,
training, and education, required to
maintain technology but are
nevertheless  eager to set  up and

maintain industrial plants. As a result,
they compete globally
companies

to attract

multinational for their
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investment and capital and, in this
process, often tend to ignore the
safety and health violations that many
MNCs engage in.

Bhopal was part of India’s green
revolution thataimed to increase the
productivity of crops. As a result,

there has been wide useof pesticides
and finally leakage of the pesticides
that swallowed away the lives of
various innocent people surrounding
those areas. -

Some measures that can be adopted
are:

. Having employees who are
aware of the equipment since
itis aknown .fact that MIC
(Methyl 1so Cyanide) should be
stored at a wvery low

temperature.

) Once they find that there is
going to be a leakage, they
should prepare themselves in
such a way that such accidents
could be avoided like when the
gas was leaking, they should
have shut off the refrigerators
where the gaswas stored.

e Whenever a company is
undertaking an activity, it should
know the pros and cons so that

nobody gets affected in the
process.
® Negligence and improper

maintenance, which are the root
causes of such disasters, should be
guarded against.

Compensation for victims of such
disasters

Victims should be highly compensated,
but Lhe wuisl ever Whilng tidt noiindlly
happens in a society like this is that
the poorare never benefited; it isthe
rich who mostly enjoy the pleasures.

Let us consider the case of Bhopal.

When a compensation of 470 US
million dollars were given towards
the welfare of the victims, the afflicted
were only given one-fifth of the
amount which did not meet their
medical requirements.

People affectedin this accidentto date
suffer from many chronic diseases. They
should be heavily compensated and
taken care of.

They should be given the best of
treatment. When we look at a normal
situation that takes place very often
is that When ‘a politician, or a
business man is ill, he is given
extraordinary treatment wherein some
don’t deserve it, they are taken care
of by the government, but when it
comes to the poor and the
marginalized, they are left in the
lurch waiting for judgements for years
together, where finally they end up
empty - handed.

Above all, an emergency clean up of
those contaminated areas is very much
required. We concentrate in cleaning
up places such as venue for
commonwealth games to be
successful, but why aren’t we taking
the responsibility to remove the
industrial wastes in a city like Bhopal?

Conclusion

As a true citizen of this country, this is
my humble request. Don’t ignore the
poor; they are the pillars of our nation.

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The changing library scene:
The lament of an old “bookish” soul

‘The librarian has left the building,” asserts
an article in a recent book on library and
information science (LIS) that deals with
different aspects of virtual reference
services. And the article would have you
believe that the librarian’s leaving the
library building is not an undesirable
proposition because unless the librarian
moves beyond the library, he cannot
reach users where they are doing their
work. And reach users whereverthey are
LIS professional must — or so ‘would the
article have you believe!

The idea of the librarian leaving the
building is rich in association: it conjures
up images of shiny new library buildings
with row upon row of computers waiting
to serve you in air-conditioned reading
halls where reading is not the reading of
the printed word in a bound book but of
the hypertext the reading of which is
aided by the mouse and the click and the
monitor and what have you.

The electranic environment | have
described in the earlier paragraph may
not prevail in all libraries in our country.
But it certainly does in a considerably
large number of libraries in this country
and to some extent in the libraries |

regularly use. Given, however, the
pervasive influence of technology and the
enthusiasm with which the digital
revolution is being promoted, it is just a
matter of time before most libraries
resort to digitization and electronic
manipulation of the written word and its
electronic transmission.

How would this reality be viewed by an
unregenerate reader who has for over
four decades grown up on the belief that
there cannot be a more appropriate place
for the written word than the bound
book? Would he sing a Gutenberg elegy
in keeping with the spirit of the times, or
would he sound as repelled as the savage
in Huxley’s Brave New World when he
entered the scientifically built high-tech
society imagined in the novel? | would
leave it to the readers to decide whether
I sound sad or angry or something else in
this article, but they can rest assured that
I will not sound like a LIS professional for
the simple reasonthatlam notone. Asa
book lover and a regular user of libraries,
I’ll reflect on the emerging culture of
electronic communication in libraries,
and, in the process, I'll sound subjective,
impressionistic — and even opinionated
and quirky!
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Three Losses

| believe that the introduction of
electronic communication in libraries has
led to three kinds of losses.

1. Loss of Self-Importance

In the pre-automation age, | enjoyed
some importance in the libraries | was
using — at least | had a sense of being
important. Automation has dealt a death
blow to it.

| must explain what | mean. Regular users
of libraries will agree with me that any
library in use is a disorganized one. Even
sophisticated libraries are no exception:
they are disorganized at least in some
respects — if they are in use, | mean.
Suppose you are looking for a novel in a
library and you expect to find it in the
fiction section and nowhere else, you
have a naive view of finding books in a
library. The book, for all | know, may be
in the history section, not necessarily
because of any perceived connection (on
the part of LIS personnel) between fiction
and history but simply because, well, it
has to be somewhere in the library and
so why shouldn’t it be in the history
section of, for that matter, in the better-
yourself section? Consequently, library
users who are not deviant in their thinking
at least to some extent and who for good
measure believe in the cataloguing
system find any library disorganized, with
the result that there is a great deal of
grumbling accompanied by the gnashing
of teeth.

This is where | come in. Whether owing
to an unusual insight into the workings
of the library assistant’s mind or owing
to long hours of roaming on library
premises, | can tell with uncanny arcuracy
where a book can be found. In the pre-
automation age, therefore, | was a much

i
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sought-after person, with library users —
sometimes even the librarian himself! —
asking me whether a particular book was
in the library and, if so, where it could be
found. In short, consulting Ramanujam
was a la mode. Those where the days!

All this has changed with the automation
of library services. People don’t come to
me; they go to the reference desk (or the
circulation desk) instead where the
computer gives precise information such
as whether the book they want is on the
rack or in circulation, and its call and
accession numbers. This has left me
nursing a bruised ego.

2. Loss of a sense of discovery

When | started using libraries decades
ago, they were in a much more chaotic
state than they became later. They were
so disorganized that, in one of them which
I was regularly using, A. K. Ramanujan, my
favourite poet, had to be looked forin the
mathematics section and P. G.
Wodehouse, an old favourite, on the
architecture rack. When | tried to discern
a method in this madness, it led me
nowhere. Going by the pattern behind
the classification of Ramanujan and
Wodehouse, | once spent an hour
searching for Shakespeare’s The Merchant
of Venice in the commerce section. The
section had titles on merchandising and
merchant banking. There was even a
funny little book about a con merchant,
the opposite of the merchant | was
looking for — a book which ought to have
been in the fiction section. But the
unshrewd merchant who had given his
blood-thirsty creditor the right to a pound
of his own flesh was nowhere o be seen.
Qn my way out of the library, | took a
fleeting look at the Shakespeare rack.
There he was, that blockhead of a
merchant, as snug as a bug in a rug,
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ensconced as he was between a fat
volume of the complete works of the Bard
and a fatter one by the latter’s critic,
Dover Wilson! But what applied to The
Merchant didn’t apply to Measure for
Measure: after searching for it in vain in
the Shakespeare section, | found it at last
on a small rack in an obscure corner
carrying books on statistics!

All these searches in disorganized libraries
— all libraries in use, | must repeat the
axiom, are disorganized — turned out to
be a blessing in disguise: they led to
discoveries which | would never have
made if the libraries had not been so
disorganized. In the course of my long
search for each book | wanted, | came
across several other rare books which
tempted me to read — a temptation no
unregenerate reader could resist. If I had
not searched for Bacon in the zoology
section, | would never have discovered
that wonderful book on aesthetics, The
Elephant and the Lotus, by V. S. Naravane.
| wonder where that book is now: it is
neither in the elephant (zoology) section
nor in the lotus (botany) section. Cyranc
de Bergerac, The Thorn Birds, The Second
Sex and Innumeracy are just a few of the
many discoveries | have made. Finding
Shakespeare amid a series of volumes on
quantitative analysis after two hours of
exploration is much more than a
discovery: it brings you a rush of
rapturous delight which is beyond words.

But the electronic culture robs you of this
sense of discovery and delight. The
instant access to information it provides
renders search unnecessary. A couple of
weeks ago, | went to the reference desk
in spite of my technophobia and asked the

mouse potato there where the only copy
in the library of Kachru’s The Other
Tongue could be found. The mouse
clicked and the man told me that the book
was with a student and that | would get it
in two days. And | did get it in two days.
What a tame affair!

3. Loss of comfort and solitude

Reading a book gives you two special
advantages over electronic reading. You
can read a book anywhere, at any time
and in any posture. Besides, reading,
curled up with a book, as Birkerts so
insightfully points out in his book, The
Gutenberg Elegies: The Fate of Reading
in an Electronic Age, returns you to
solitude. “I value the state a book puts
me in more than | value the specific
contents,” says Birkerts. What the Net
does is quite the opposite: it makes you
feel connected.

The transition from print-based
communication to electronic
communications is—or will be —an epoch-
making transition. Birkerts compares it
to the shift instigated by Gutenberg’s
invention of movable type. He also
believes that what the postmodern world
offers us in the context of reading is a
Faustian bargain in which we sell our souls
in exchange for a “digital future”. I don’t
think my own technophobia is so
unreasonable as to be dismissive about
technology altogether, but the fact
remains that, in an electronic
environment, the quality of reading
cannot be the same as that which a
printed book can ensure. Let’s face it, do
we really scroll up and down a computer
screen to read an entire book?

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The Roof the World under threat

ne of the most debated issues in
O the world today is climate change

and its impact. At worst, climate
change could wipe out several countries
from the world map and threaten the
very existence of human species.
Scientists and climatologists have
repeatedly cautioned the world, but it
hardly matters to most of the decision -
makers and world leaders. Over the past
few years, we have witnessed the
consequences of our negligence in
various forms: droughts, flooding,
thinning of Antarctic ice caps, delaying in
monsoon, etc.

The significance of ‘The Roof of the
World’ or ‘The Third Pole’ or ‘The Water
Tower of Asia’ — names given to Tibet -
are self-explanatory in valuing its snow
capped mountains and its river sources.
The Tibetan plateau contains more than
46,000 glaciers covering an area of
105,000 sq. km, the most glaciated region
on earth. Itis guarded to the south by the
mighty Himalayas, to the north by Kunlun,
and to its west by Hindu Kush and Pamir
ranges. Scivnlists have so far idenlified 34
such glacial lakes on the northern slopes
of the Himalayas. Water flowing from
these region’s mountains feeds the
largest rivers across southern Asia,

including the Yangtze, yellow, Mekong,
Brahmaputra, Sutlej and the Indus rivers.

These snow peaks and glaciers enable
Tibet to be the source of four major rivers
that meet much of Asia’s water demand,
for instance, 70% of the summer flow in
the Ganges and 50%-60% of the flow in
other major rivers. Yarlung Tsangpo, more
famously known as the ‘Brahmaputra’,
originates from the glaciers of Mt. Kailash
range in Tibet. This mighty river covers an
area of 651,335 Kms connecting Tibet
(50.5%), India (33.6%), Bangladesh (8.1%)
and Bhutan (7.8%).

The very survival of millions of people and
thousands of plant and animal species in
the above Asian countries depend on the
Tibetan water resources. The impact of
climate change on Tibetan water sources
raises real concerns for millions of
downstream water user.

Wetlands in the Tibetan plateau play
major role in regulating the flow of rivers
and also are the major carbon stores.
Thay act like sponge, absorbing water
during the summer when water is in
excess and releasing It In winter, when
there is shortage. In the same way
wetland play the role as a carbon sink and
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its store a significant amount of carbon
in it. If not managed properly, they could
become a source of green house gases.

The plateau is currently experiencing
impacts of climate change in its worst
form. As a result, glaciers are retreating,
grasslands are degrading, lakes and

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Book piracy

BOOK piracy, which means the illegal
reproduction of books, has become a very
big problem all over the world. The
problem is alarming in countries like ours.
in India, about 15,000 publishers publish
about 70,000 books annually in 22
languages. According to the Federation of
Booksellers and Publishers Association of
India (FBPAI), book piracy poses a major
threat to the 7000-crore publishing
industry in the country and results in a
loss of 400 crores to publishers in this
country. You can imagine how notorious
China s for print piracy from the fact that,
in just three months (August-October
2002), 10.24 million pirated books were
seized in the country.

In China, there is at least a government
crackdown against book piracy. But, in
Bangladesh, where there is no such
action, book piracy is a flourishing trade.
A few years ago, a professor of
biochemistry in Vijayawada wrote a book
on biochemistry which became quite
popular in India and abroad. The book
with illustrations in four colours was
originally priced Rs 440, bul pirated black-
and-whita aditians of the hook began to
sell for Rs 250 in Bangladesh. Then the
publisher did something very sensible:
he reduced the price of the original to

Rs 250. If you can’t beat the pirates, join
them!

The Encyclopaedia Britannica gives an
interesting account of book piracy in
North America in the nineteenth century.
Publishers waiting at the dockside for new
British books could produce an American
edition almost within hours, as they did
in 1823 with Sir Walter Scott’s Peveril of
the Peak. And England paid America back
in the same coin: in 1852, when Harriet
Beecher Stowe’s famous novel, Uncle
Tom’s Cabin, came out in the US,
1,500,000 pirated copies rapidly
appeared in England, some editions
selling for six pence.

But, what happened in Latin America in
2004 was even more remarkable. Gabriel
Garcia Marquez’s book, Memories of My
Melancholy Whores, was launched on
October 20, 2004. Even before the
launch, pirated versions of the book were
being sold on the pavements!

A survey by our HRD Ministry has
indicated the prevalence of three types
of print piracy in aur countiy. The niusl
common one isreprinting a book illegally.
The second type involves publishing
books using the name of famous authors,
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but actually authored by imitators.
Producing translated versions of foreign-
language books is the third type of piracy.
No taxes to the Government and no
royalty to the authors. How very
promising!

Asian and Latin American countries,
according to international book
publishers, are the countries where book
piracy has assumed alarming dimensions.
The inter-American Publishers Group
estimates that globally about 50 billion
book pages are illegally reprinted every
year!

How is the situation in our own town,
Vijayawada? One of our lecturers, Dr P
Ramanujam, who has made a study of
book piracy, has shared with me
something interesting about the

Vijayawada situation. On a Sunday, he
visited fifteen second-hand books shops,
and was unimpressed by the small-scale
bootlegging that was going on there. ‘On
offer were awful-looking Sidney Sheldons
(Rs 50 a copy) and Jeffrey Archers (Rs 75)
and plenty of stolen books from college/
public libraries,’ he said. Why is book
piracy not a roaring business in
Vijayawada? This is how Dr Ramanujam
answered the question: ‘Piracy can
flourish only where the reading habit
flourishes’

Eliminating book piracy is not going to be
easy. Laws alone would be ineffective and
inadequate. Publishers also should evolve
strategies to reduce book prices; they
should find ways to reduce book prices
without endangering their economy.

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Paid news rears its ugly head

Are you curious to know what paid news
is allabout? Paid news is related to media
consumption. Paid news is what
everybody is talking about recently. This
is a coverage that is paid for, but not
labelled as advertising, advertorial public
relations articles or features. It looks like
a normal newspaper story, except that
everybody at some time or the other
carries the same story in roughly the
same language.

There are political and general paid news
as well. In the political genre, this not-so-
smart practice had a major outing in the
Lok Sabha elections of 2009, though it
started much earlier. It became full blown
with the Maharashtra elections last year,
According to the Leader of the
Opposition, Ms Sushma Swaraj, citing her
personal experience in Madhya Pradesh
last year, figuring in a positive light in all
the papers that matter was ensured for a
rough total of Rs. 1 crore. Another
respected MP from her party in a private
conversation cited exactly the same figure
for another state, Jharkhand. Does it help
to win you an election? Not necessarily,
because your opponent is being offered
and probably accepting, exactly the same
deal.

General paid news is when you see a

getting a splash on the front page of the
city supplement of your morning paper
orona TV channel. The story had its roots
long back. A media group began the
practice through another company some
years ago. Initially, it indicated which
items were paid for. Now it does not.

Blaming media industries, the political
class argues that the media should be self-
regulated. The Leaders of the Opposition
in the Lok Sabha trotted out a simple
analogy at a lively meeting in Delhi,
keeping paid news in mind. On the
contrary, other politicians think the
Election Commission is to blame for
making such a fuss about posters and
messages on walls that candidates are
driven to advertise in the corporate media
in an effort to reach the electorate.

Taking a mud-slinging turn, some in the
media claim politicians could also self
regulate; simply don’t buy the package
media outlets have begun to offer at
election time. As for themselves, the
journalists assembled at a meeting
organized by the Editors Guild, the Indian
Waomen’s Press corps, and two other
iedia budies on March 13 thought up
plenty of reasons why it wasn’t really in
their hands. When stringers of far-flung
areas acted on their own, sidelining the
media ethics, what could an editor do?
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Management personnel did all this
sometimes because they were under
pressure to show positive quarterly
results. What will the poor editor do?
However, the editor has been projected
in a bad light all the time, when issues
pertaining to content of his/her media
unit arise. The disappearance of unions
and the rise of the contract system of
employment in journalism was to blame;
journalists cannot refuse to participate in
malpractices when they don’t have a
tenure and can be sacked. Regular
employment, they suggested, would
stiffen the journalistic spine.

In a meeting of politicians with the Chief
Election Commissioner, Mr S Y Qureshi,
Ms.Sushma Swaraj said the coverage
package she had been offered during the
last election she fought in May 2009
amounted to Rs 1 crore. Her opponent
was being offered the same. We are
willing to give you names. Both she and
Mr Manish Tiwari, Congress party
spokesperson, marvelled at how they
were being made fools of. Ms Swaraj said
a newspaper in her constituency (in
Madhya Pradesh) carried a front page
headline saying that she was sure to win.
Lower down on the same page it said
exactly the same thing about her
opponent!

Unlike Swaraj and Tiwari, Press Council
investigator, Mr Guha Thakurta, does not
hesitate to name the newspapers that
have indulged in paid news and other
kinds of media corruption, going by
circumstantial evidence. His list includes
extremely popular newspapers.

Adverllsing clout Is another polnt to be
discussed. Suffice to say, advertising, the
life blood of the media industry, has
entered the realm of media ethics when
it is used as a pressuring tool. Write nicely

about us in an elaborate manner, and we
will give you advertisements; if your
irritating reporters write not-so-nice
things, we will withdraw ads — this is
nothing if not a threat. Using money to
influence news is rather old but becomes
dangerous for society when a number of
media organizations are chasing fewer
ads, particularly in a recession year. Paid
news deceives the reader who does not
know that he is being told has been paid
for by the person being reported on.
Candidates do not disclose actual
expenditure, in violation of the conduct
of election rules of 1961, which is part of
the Representation of People Act. In
addition, media companies do not
disclose these earnings from such
unethical sources in their balance sheets.

Public Relations (PR) is not being spared
from this illegal act. PR is also equally
responsible for spreading paid news. It is
often remarked that there is nothing
cheap like paid news involved in this brand
of persuasion-for-a-fee. Sometimes we
are bored of unnecessary coverage on
events which do not have minimum
relevance. But there is no respite for
common readers of newspapers or
magazine, listeners of radio, both AM and
FM viewers of various TV channels or
visitors of news sites. Thanks to owners
possessing their so-called news
establishments. But the fact remains that
PR is also instrumental in getting not-
always-newsworthy people and events
coverage. No wonder, here is where the
money flows from.

WHho are to shoulder the responsibility ot
freaing media ot the paid news practice?
The onus is on EC, politicians and media
units. If they ignore incriminating
documentation, the media consumers
will be back to square one.
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Kumon method of teaching mathematics

Kumon method and its history

As necessity is the mother of invention®,
in 1954 Toru Kumon, a Japanese high
school mathematics teacher, began to
teach his eldest son due to his problems
with mathematics at school. Toru Kumon
developed the Kumon method. Basically,
Kumon Method is a mathematics and
reading method run by the largest math-
ematics and reading educational com-
pany in the world. In 1956, Kumon
opened the first Kumon Center in Osaka,
Japan, with the help of parents who were
very interested in the method. In 1958,
he founded the Kumon Institute of Edu-
cation, after which Kumon Centers began
to open around the world. As of 2009,
over 4 million students were studying
under the Kumon Method at more than
26,000 Kumon Centers in 46 countries in-
cluding India. At present there are 1500
Kumon Centers in the USA and my own
observation in the USA and Asia is that a
large number of students opt for the
Kumon Method.

The company valiie

At present, the Kumon family led by Teiko,
the wife of Toru Kumon, owns 60% of the
company. The Forbes magazine estimated

e

in March 2009 that the entire company
was worth over 650 million dollars.

The programmes and the Mathematics
curriculum

Basically, the Kumaon Method is a math-
ematics and reading enrichment
programme. Students do not work to-
gether as a class as such but progress
through the curriculum at their own pace,
moving on to the next level when they
have achieved mastery of the previous
level. Here mastery is defined as speed
(using a standard completion time) and
accuracy. Every student takes an achieve-
ment test as the end of each level. Con-
tact classes are held biweekly, Tuesday
and Saturday.

The Kumon mathematics programme for
most countries goes up to Level O and in
some up to X. But, in Japan, the Kumon
programme is available at V (probably
much higher level that is demanded in
that country). Thus the Kumon math-
ematics programme differs from country
to country especially in language
programmes. Some students drop out of
this Kumon method at Middle School
level (7th & 8t grades) and some at their
high school level (9th to 12" grades) be-
cause of hectic work schedule in their
schools. Generally, up to Middle schonl
students opt for the Kuman Method, Now
the wiltlon fee Is $110 per month, Irre-
spective of levels.

Professor C R Rao’s visit: A memorable
event in the Department of Statistics

ver a decade ago, | participated in
Othe Ninth International Workshop

on Matrices and Statistics
(NIWMS) in celebration of Prof C R Rao’s
80th birthday held from 9to 13 December
2000, organized by the Indian Statistical
Institute and the Society for Development
of Statistics in collaboration with the Birla
Science Centre, Osmania University, and
the University of Hyderabad. (Incidentally,
Prof C R Rao, is an internationally
renowned professor of Statistics who is
currently Director, Multivariate Data
Analysis, Stanford University, USA.
Among the different positions he held in
India included Director of the Indian
Statistical Institute.)

I learned Cramer-Rao Inequality and Rao-
Blackwellization in my undergraduate
studies and Generalized Inverse of matrix/
Khatri-Rao Product, Rao’s Orthogonal
Array and Fisher-Rao Metric/Rao
Distance/Rao Measure in my
postgraduate and research studies.

| went to the workshop especially to see
the Prof C R Rao. | got an opportunity to
interact with this great personality. | never
forgot his simplicity and his way of
answering the questions posed by young
research scholars like me. A great
personality with immense patience for

answering higher-end to lower-end
questions!

It was at that time that | developed an
ambition to bring him to our college.
From that moment | worked with all my
possibilities. The opportunity came soon
enough. On Monday 7 March 2011 at 3
pm, | came to know that Prof CR Rao was
coming to Vijayawada for the first time.
At 8.30 pm, | contacted Dr D Yugandhar,
Senior Scientist of BHEL and Governing
Body member of C R Rao AIMSCS, who
takes care of the schedule of Prof Rao.
The next day, at 3 pm, he informed me
that Prof C R Rao had accepted my
invitation, but that for the scheduled
programme he would spend only 15
minutes on Saturday 12 March 2011.
With my regular contact with Dr Yugandar
and a slight change in the schedule, we
were fortunate enough to obtainaslotin
his schedule on our campus.

Our Principal, Rev Fr Dr A Francis Xavier,
encouraged me with unstinted and
consistent cooperation, and we made
Saturday, the 12th March 2011 the most
memorable day in the history of the
Statistics Department of Andhra Loyola
College. On this day, Prof C R Rao, the
world-renowned personality in the fields
of Statistics, Mathematics and Computer

Science, Mrs Bhargavi Rao, Prof S B Rao,
Director of C R Rao AIMSCS, Hyderabad,
Dr D Yugandhar, Senior Scientist of BHEL
and Governing Body member of C R Rao
AIMSCS visited our Department and
inaugurated the newly-established
statistics lab with sixty computers.

During an interaction with the staff and-

students, Prof C R Rao said that Statistics
was relevant to practically every human
activity. Asserting that good decisions
could be made only on the basis of
knowledge and information available, he
said this would be relevant not just for
governments and organizations but also
for individuals to make their personal
decisions. ‘This is the age of information.
It is very important, and industries are
investing large amounts to get useful
information’, he said. Quoting examples,
he pointed out that it could be used in
detection of fake notes and fake stamp
papers, and to establish the authorship
of great classics like Arthasstra. ‘While it
is generally believed that Kautilya
authored Arthasastra, statistical
approach proves that as many as four
different authors compiled this classic. It
is not clear whether Kautilya is one
among them,’ Prof Rao said. Other similar
controversies like those pertaining to the
works of Shakespeare could also be
solved with the help of statistics, he
added.

Judges sometimes use statistical
approach in paternity suits, he said,
adding in a rather lighter vein, that the
sincerity in the statements of ministers
could also be established. He also said
that on the lines of Olympiads in
mathematics and sciences, which were
being conducted all over the world,
Statistics Olympiads were being
conducted now in Hyderabad. ‘The
objective Is to create more interest in the
“field. Prizes and scholarships will be given
to successful students in these events.

There is a need to encourage research
activity also’.

Throwing light on the expanding role of
statisticians, he said that they had a role
to play in almost every available branch
of knowledge right from mathematics to
biological sciences and to the present-day
computer science. Large amounts of data
would have to be carefully analysed and
information extracted, which would be
important for making useful decisions.
‘The essence of statistics would be to
understand problems and see what
information would be useful to provide
solutions’.

He expressed confidence about a bright
future for statisticians, but regretted that
not many good students were showing
interest in the subject, while those
studying it were not showing interest in
taking up research. ‘Inthe US, statisticians
get more pay than even engineers and
computer science professionals’, he
added. He spoke about the Sankhya
National Museum which ‘ is being
developed in Hyderabad with the sole
aim of making the public know what the
field of statistics is and what its
multi-disciplinary relevance is to everyday
life!

Prof Rao’s visit will go down as a
remarkable event in the history of the
Department of Statistics at ALC. In
