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Tobacco, alcohol causative agents
for cancer: Prof T Srikumar

Says Africa is the most affected country followed by the USA and India

PROFESSOR in the Depart-
ment of Physics of Andhra
Lovola College Dr T Sriku-
mar took part in the popular
science talk on ‘Caner Epi-
demiology” organised by the
Department of Biotechnol-
ogy, Andhra Loyola College
here on Friday.

Speaking on the occasion,
he said that cancer accounts
to 13 per cent of all deaths
reported worldwide and
Africa is the most affected
country followed by the USA
and India. :

He said that tobacco is
the most prevalent causative

agent for incidence of can-

cers with alcohol consump-
tion, low fruit and vegetable
consumption,  overweight
and obesity, physical inactiv-
ity and HPV among other
factors of risk.

" The estimated rate of
cancer incidence in India
according to 2022 statisti-
cal data is 14.61 lakh cases
which accounts to about
every 100 in one lakh people,
he said.

The estimated number of
new cancer cases recorded in
2018 in India indicates that

breast cancer accounts to
about 27.7 per cent followed
by cervical (16.5 p.c.) and
ovarian cancers (6.21 p.c.).
Breast cancer shows cer-
tain signs and symptoms
such as a change in bladder
habits, bowel disorders, pro-
longed sore throat, nagging
cough, increased warts or
moles, unusual bleeding or
abnormal discharge, appear-
ance of lumps or thickening
of breasts and others.
According to the 2020
data by Union Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare,
Kerala ranks first among the
Indian states with highest
cancer cases (45.7) per every
