Sec. School,
Gannavaram. Her passion
for higher education ended
her stint as a teacher. She S
enrolled for M.A. (English) : :
at Andhra Loyola College. Later, she joined as a Lecturer in Fnglish at ALC and handled classes in
Intermediate. She supervised the study hours over the years and was always ready to go the extra
mile for the benefit of young learners. It was here she made an indelible mark on students with her
firm and unyielding attitude. She was the most preferred and admired by the Telugu medium stu-
dents as her approach made them comfortable.

In 2003, she was assigned classes in U.G. As the Head of Department and also as the Secretary
of Loyola ELT Research Centre, her work is commendable.

When Fr Dr G. A. P. Kishore, §J, the Principal asked me to get ready a write-up on my guru to
be published in the college magazine, I was at my wits end as to how best to synopsize such an all-
round and resourceful personality. After a prolonged deliberation, the image of a tree struck me. A
. useful and beautiful tree has deep roots, a strong trunk, and healthy branches. In his own words, Sri
- Vijaya Babu has his roots deep in his beloved mother, Communism, and Christianity.His robust
trunk-like character emerged from the roots, and then his abilities, talents, gifts, and skills branched
out eventually from the trunk.

Let me make a sincere attempt to enumerate the main attributes of Sri Vijaya Babu. He lives for
justice and fights for it. To him, the institution is more important than individuals. The winner of the
Chief Minister’s Medal as the Best ANO of the NCC Air wing in 2005, he not only proved to be
valiantly upright but also inculcated a sense of discipline in the cadets. His respect for women is
appreciable and laudable. He always addresses each of them as ‘madam garu’ irrespective of their
being younger to him. My guru is an indefatigable and inexorable fighter. As the leader of the staff
and ACTA, whetherhe was in or out of office, he never gave up even when he was a wounded
soldier.
